English

We will begin the term by finishing our work on Robot Rumpus and will be creating persuasive toy adverts! We will then be writing out own raps, using the text ‘Kitchen Disco’ as inspiration. ‘The Big Book of Bugs’ will be our non-fiction text driver this term and we will be creating our very own fact files.

In Read Write Inc this term some of the class will be continuing with the Read Write Inc programme and will continue to learn different sounds and develop their reading comprehension and writing skills. The rest of the class will continue to read a wider range of texts and will be continuing to develop their phonetic awareness, reading comprehension and writing skills. 



Science

We will be learning about animals and their habitats. We will be exploring a range of local habitats and exploring living things. We will also think about other places in the world and how habitats might be different. Towards the end of the topic we will also investigate what a good habitat needs to provide for the creatures and wildlife living there. 

We will hopefully be going on a range of trips to support our learning such as the Zoo, rock pooling, nature walks and St Catherine’s Woods.
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Maths

In Maths this term we will be learning about money, fractions, shape, time and word problems,. 

Whilst exploring word problems we will also recap the key elements of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. In addition, we will review our knowledge and understanding of place value.

Our work on money and time will continue to deepen our knowledge of measures. Within shape we will focus on 2D and 3D shape.

In fractions we will continue to develop our knowledge and understanding surrounding numerators and denominators and we will also be comparing different fractions.

PE/Games
