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Curriculum Overview
Year Five - Autumn Term
2022-2023


English

We will begin the term reading Cosmic by Frank Cottrell-Boyce as our class text.

We will be writing a space transmission and designing and explaining the functions of our own space rover, based on the book Curiosity. 
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The second half term our writing will be linked to the Roman era. We will learn about the features and language used in speeches and will write our own ‘battle cry speech’.

We will introduce a new spelling rule each week and these spellings will be set as homework on a Monday on Seesaw.  We will have an informal spelling test/dictation on a Friday. 

Children will choose books from the class library to read during independent reading time in school. 
















Science

In Science this half term we will be investigating enquiry questions about ‘Earth & Space’. We will learn about our Solar System. By the end of the topic we will be able to describe how the planets and moons orbit and rotate. We will be able to explain how day and night occur. We will explain why the shadows are different at different times of day and at different points in the year.  

Next half term we will focus on ‘Forces’. We will investigate gravity, air resistance and water resistance. We will also deepen our understanding of how levers and pulleys are used.
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Maths

This half term we will cover the topics - place value (including Roman numerals) and addition and subtraction

In place value, the children are expected to be able to read and write numbers in numerals and words up to 1,000,000. The children will also be learning how to compare numbers, interpret negative numbers and count in powers of ten from any given number.
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In addition and subtraction the children will use written and mental methods to add and subtract whole numbers with more than 4 digits. They will learn how to use rounding to check their calculations.

Next half term we will cover the topics - multiplication and division and statistics. In statistics the children will interpret information from line graphs and tables (including timetables).





UNCRC
This term we will be focussing on the UNCRC and embedding children’s rights into our every day practise.
Some of the articles we will be focusing:

Article 3 All adults should always do what is best for you.

Article 12 You have the right to an opinion and for it to be listened to and taken seriously.

Article 29 You have the right to education which tries to develop your personality and abilities as much as possible and encourages you to respect other people’s rights and values and to respect the environment

These articles will link with our curriculum lessons.
We will discuss all of our rights during the first few weeks of the half term as we design our class charter.

This half term Home Learning

Spellings – Spellings will be given out every Monday with activities to be completed on Seesaw. Test Friday.
Maths – Activities will be set on Seesaw on a Monday. You should also be revising your ‘times tables’ daily. Please practise on TTRS.
(Times table Rockstars)
Reading - Reading at home will really support your child’s learning in school. In Key Stage two it is beneficial for children to be read to as well as heard reading. Please discuss books with your child and ask questions for comprehension, as well as unknown words.

Visits/Visitors
We hope to have an astronomer in to share his knowledge with us. 

Music

We will listen to ‘The Planets’ by Holst, identifying the musical elements (dynamics, tempo etc) he used to help set the atmosphere for each planet. We will then be composing our own class version of ‘The Planets’  We will also work on their singing techniques and learn a Boudicca song. 
 

History
 
This half term we will study the history of space travel.  We will look at chronology and timelines, understand that the development of space knowledge is increasingly changing and learn about important historical figures and events.
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Ancient Rome. We will learn about the Roman Invasion and Boudicca. The children will build up their knowledge and understanding using a range of different sources.  The children will be encouraged to ask questions throughout the topic to develop their understanding.
PE/Games

Mondays and Fridays. 
On Monday, children will have swimming lessons at Les Quennevais. Children will need to wear their PE kit and bring costume / trunks, towel, goggles and swimming cap. Start date: Monday 12th September
. 
On Fridays we are lucky to have some tag rugby session run by a rugby coach.  The children will also develop throwing and catching skills and begin extending their understanding of different ball games.  

Computing

This half term children will work on their programming and coding skills. Children will begin by learning what an algorithm is and how to ‘debug’ by exploring and completing various ‘unplugged activities’. The children will then apply these skills to an app. 

We will be developing our word processing skills and typing skills, as well as using iPads to support our learning. 

RE/PSHE

This half term in PSHE we will be learning about children’s rights and will develop our class charter. We will learning about our emotions and self-regulation using the ‘zones of regulation’. 
Over the year we will learn about Christianity and Sikhism.
Art/DT

In Art, we will be looking at Retro Futurist art. We will get inspired by Peter Thorpe’s rocket paintings that he began to produce in the 1980s. Week by week we will learn different art techniques (shading, pastels, paint splattering), working in our sketchbooks, building up to produce a final outcome. We will be making Roman artefacts and pottery, as well as using our cooking skills to make bread. 
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
