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Curriculum Overview
Year Five - Spring Term


English

We will be writing non-chronological reports about our own rainforest creatures, using the short film Pandora as a stimulus.  We will focus on using relative clauses, fronted adverbials, ambitious vocabulary and brackets.

Next half term our class books will focus Crime and Punishment. As a class we will read extracts from, ‘Holes’ and ‘Gangster school’.

 We will use ‘The Highwayman ‘as a stimulus for our creative writing.  We will use the format of Read, Write, Perform to write our own football manager speeches.














Science

In Science this half term we will begin our topic ‘Living things and their habitats’.  We will discuss the 7 life processes in all living things and compare plants and animals.
We will also look at how plants reproduce in different ways. We will end the topic comparing animals’ life cycles, across different classifications.

‘Properties of Materials’. We will develop our scientific enquiry by investigating the properties of different materials. We will test for transparency, solubility and conductivity of materials. We will also test the response to magnets. We will be expanding our vocabulary to be able to describe the properties of each material and suggest reasons why certain materials are used for certain objects.



  



Maths

We will revisit multiples, factors, prime and square numbers. We will also continue to practise using formal written methods for multiplication and division to record our calculations.

We will then be investigating ‘angles’. We will learn to identify different types of angles, measure and draw angles.

We will then begin our topic on Fractions. We will start by dividing to make fractions. We will then learn to compare and order fractions.

Next half term we will complete our topic on fractions by learning to add, subtract and multiply fractions. We will then move on to decimals and percentages.





UNCRC

In art this term we will create some rainforest-inspired pieces of artwork based on the work of artist Henri Rousseau.  We will study his work and use sketching and painting techniques in our own creations.
