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Curriculum Overview
Year Five - Summer


English

We will begin our first half term by reading the book Rosie Revere engineer. We will discuss the language and themes in the book and use the story as a stimulus for writing an alternative narrative ending. We will learn about the Great Exhibition, which took place in the Victorian era, and use well chosen descriptive vocabulary and techniques to create setting and atmosphere.

Next half term we will be visiting the States Chamber.  Therefore, writing will focus on the purpose to persuade and looking at different techniques we can use to do this.  We will practise persuasion through both writing and holding class debates. 

For our final learning journey will be based on the book Cinnamon by Neil Gaiman. 














Science

 In Science this half term we will be investigating the properties of materials. We will be learning about different examples of reversible and irreversible changes.

We will also learn different methods to separate materials for example, sieving and filtering, linked to our Victorian topic and  ‘The Great Stink’.

The final science focus is Animals and living things.  We will look at different life stages for humans and this will include puberty and a session run by You Matter.  There will be more information given to you on this nearer the time.


  



Maths

We will continue our work on decimals, looking at comparing and rounding decimals as well as adding and subtracting these.

We will then be investigating percentages followed by ‘angles’. We will learn to identify different types of angles, measure and draw angles.

Measuring is another unit we will cover, looking at converting units of measure and solving problems. 

In the final half term, we will learn about area and perimeter, focusing on area of composite shapes and estimating.

This is followed by a short unit on volume. 

We are always practising our maths fluency, with daily activities to start the day to keep previously taught concepts fresh in pupil’s minds.
