	Maths

This term, the children will be revising calculation and problem-solving including working with fractions, ratio, decimals, and percentages.

In algebra, they will be writing and using simple formula and expressions. They will be exploring patterns and describing number sequences. They will also use coordinates and algebra to describe position and movement. 

The children will apply their understanding of formulae to find the area of parallelograms and triangles and the volume of cubes and cuboids. 

We will solve problems involving angles in a circle and angles in triangles and quadrilaterals.

We will build on our understanding of line graphs. pie charts and the mean to solve problems. 


English

This term we will be continuing to develop our love of reading, with a focus on our literary heritage. Our class book this term is the modern classic “Goodnight Mr Tom.” We will also be reading extracts from A Cake for the Gestapo, linked to our topic on the Occupation.











We will be using a range of non-fiction texts and online resources to support our learning in history and science. 

We will be writing in a range of styles, including blogs, letters, reports, instructions, and explanations.

This term, we will be learning about the human circulatory system and the impact of diet, exercise, drugs, and lifestyle on our bodies. 
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The children will explore how blood and nutrients travel through the body: studying blood vessels and blood components. 

During this topic we will work on our scientific enquiry skills by planning and carrying out heartrate investigations.

This will link with our work on averages and graphs in maths.
